I am wary to use the term “Global Warming” as it is beyond my personal experience.  Like most natural scientists I prefer to only deal with concepts within my observable world, so called empirical data.  I am also unwilling to consider more than the issue of anomalous changes.

 The scope of my personal knowledge and observations covers the past 50 years or so and extensive travels from the Arctic Ocean to the Keys of Florida and from Baja to Newfoundland, and all points between and from Death Valley to Denali.   In this regard I would clearly support the notion of a North American climate change, and accept the hypothesis of global warming.

It is not necessary to determine if the warming is anomalous or chronic for the theory I am proposing or more aptly the science I am refuting.  Data exists for anomalous periods of global warming in about 50 year cycles.  Core ice samples from various locations point to 1230, 1280, 1330, 1530, 1590, 1640, 1790, 1875 as extremely warm periods.  Additionally, our own North American written history would have around 970 as the warmest era in the past 2 millennia allowing the exploits of Leif Ericsson and the like in the North Atlantic.  The 970 and 1230 periods may even have been warmer than today.  Similarly anomalous cold periods are even more prevalent.  The eruption of  Krakatoa in 1883 was said to have caused a period of 5 years of cold summers and unbearable winters, I wasn’t there for that, though I do recall the 1980 Mt. St. Helens sunsets and 1991 Mt. Pinatubo eruptions.
